Drainage & Flood Alleviation 
  
Engineering and environmental consultants were appointed in December 2019 for Flood Risk Management Works on the Deansgrange Stream. Stages I and II of the project, namely Option Selection/Preliminary Design and Planning are now completed. Public consultation for the Part 8 Planning process on the proposed scheme ended in August 2023. The Chief Executive report for Part 8 was brought to, and approved at, the December 2023 Council Meeting, subject to approval from An Bord Pleanala (following an EIA determination direct request) and also a survey of SuDS opportunities being carried out in the wider catchment. An Bord Pleanala have recently determined that no EIAR is required.  
 
Water Services are now progressing with detailed design.   It is planned to progress the overall scheme in smaller projects to reduce the risk of significant cost overruns and also delays due to environmental/ stakeholder issues.  Glenavon Park Ponds/Wetlands project will progress initially and advance works are already underway - invasives burial, otter surveys, archaeological digging etc.  The design work on the upgrade to the critical Seafield culvert screen will commence shortly.
  
Engineering and environmental consultants have also been appointed in 2020 for Flood Risk Management Works on the Carrickmines/Shanganagh Rivers. Preliminary design of a preferred option is completed. A Public Engagement Event took place on the 13th of December 2023.  Comments have been incorporated into the final option, where appropriate, and the EIAR report is substantially completed and will include final details from the environmental/ecological surveys. It is planned to submit planning documentation to An Bord Pleanala in November 2024.

Innovation Hub in the Ferry Terminal
It was agreed at the Special Council meeting held in January 2024 to bring an update on the Ferry Terminal to the March Council meeting.
Background:
The Ferry Terminal building has been vacant since 2016 generating no income for the former Harbour Company or the Council. An Estate agent was appointed in 2016 to act on behalf of both Dún Laoghaire Harbour Company and Dún Laoghaire-Rathdown County Council to seek a suitable tenant for the ferry terminal. The Estate agent ran several promotional and letting campaigns. Despite this, they were unable to find a party prepared to take on the investment risk.
Expressions of interest were sought in 2019 for the operation of the ferry terminal as a co working space in accordance with the existing planning permission to achieve the following objectives;
· Deliver a return for Dún Laoghaire Rathdown County Council
· Deliver services to the business sector and
· Provide a positive economic impact for Dún Laoghaire town
In addition to detailed business plans, applicants were required to submit additional information, including bank references and proof of funding for the first three years of the project. Amongst the required details to be included in the business plans were details in respect of the proposed rent and the level of capital investment to be made in the building.
As the harbour transferred to the Council without any funding the Council did not have any independent funds to make the required investment in the building. It was therefore essential that the successful tenderer had the financial capacity to make the required capital investment in the building. Quarterdeck was the only applicant that had the financial capacity to make any capital investment in the building.
Members agreed to a S183 leasehold disposal of the terminal building to Quarterdeck at the Council meeting held on 13 June 2022 to operate an Innovation Hub. Quarterdeck had indicated that they expected to incur expenditure of c€4m and began the process of seeking tenders for the necessary works after the lease became effective in July 2022.
Widespread tender price inflation meant that the tenders obtained by Quarterdeck came in significantly higher than expected, resulting in a delay to the commencement of the works as Quarterdeck sought to get the project to a position where it was financially viable, based on the relatively short-term lease.
In accordance with the terms of the lease Quarterdeck were required to commence the works within 3 months, but due to the inflated tender prices and unforeseen technical challenges this has not happened. Quarterdeck sought to get the project to a position where it was financially viable, based on the relatively short-term lease. We agreed to work with Quarterdeck Innovation Ltd and give them the time to manage these increased costs in a way that would make the project viable.
In the interim the following conditions of the lease have been satisfied:
· Work was completed on fit out of Stena Line Offices in April/May 2023.
· Work commenced on the fit out of Ground Floor Offices in October 2023.
· On the 30th April 2024 the Fire Safety Certificate was granted for the building.
· Some office furniture has been installed in Stena offices and first floor.
· Leaseholder has committed to accelerate fit out in November 2024.
· Leaseholder has advised initial tenants will be in situ by end of 2024
· Car parking access and improvements to progress in line with fit out and occupancy
· The Food Hall and Ground floor co-working area remain under design and will fit out will commence post Stena offices and first floor completion
· External signage and façade improvements remain in design phase

The Economic Development Team continue to engage with Quarterdeck Innovation on their plan to complete fit out on a phased basis and occupy the building. The Economic team will continue to engage with Quarterdeck Innovation to ensure the conditions of the lease are being adhered to, and to seek remedy to address any non-compliance. It is acknowledged that progress on the project has been significantly slower than anticipated since the lease became effective. The level of construction price inflation experienced during 2022 following the war in Ukraine was unprecedented and unforeseeable. It would have been unreasonable not to have afforded Quarterdeck Innovation sufficient time to explore options for the longer-term viability of the project. Despite the extraordinary construction price inflation and project delays Quarterdeck Innovation have again reiterated their commitment to the project. The Innovation Hub requires a significantly larger budget which Quarterdeck Innovation have said they are willing to commit to. Quarterdeck Innovation have said that although they are committed to the project, the project timelines are still subject to change as they rely on external circumstances.

Energy
An ISO 50001 Energy Management System audit is scheduled for 27-28 November with the National Standards Authority of Ireland. The Leadership Team, Energy Performance Officer, Energy Coordinator and cross-departmental Energy Team will meet the Auditor over the 2-day on-site Audit. 
        
Open House Dublin
The Open House Dublin architecture festival from 12-20 October engaged a wide range of ages and activities across the county. Lead by the Architects’ Department with support from several departments, dlr hosted and organised several discussions, talks, tours and workshops. It enhanced engagement with two current public consultations – Reimagining George’s Place and the Dún Laoghaire Harbour Master Plan. It was also showcased projects including ProBono. 

Reuse and adaptation of buildings supports Ireland’s move towards a low-carbon society and regeneration of our towns. ‘Bringing Back Homes - Creative and Sustainable Ways to Revitalise Old Buildings into a Home’ showcased four examples of vacant buildings that have been transformed into new homes. Dr Kathleen Stokes, DCU shared findings from her report 'Opportunities and challenges of vacant about the shop units for residential use in Ireland.’ The questions, answers and discussion were moderated by Oliver Kinnane, Head of School, UCD Architecture, Planning and Environmental Policy.       

And participants were invited to engage with the building tour, workshop and public consultation ‘Reimagining George’s Place – Revitalising through Reuse’.





Community, Cultural Services & Parks
Community Integration Forum: 
The dlr Community Integration Forum (CIF) meets every second Monday and during October it discussed and coordinated support services to International Protection Applicants (IPA’s) and Ukrainians living in State supported accommodation in dlr. Stakeholder representation on the Forum has increased and the CIF is chaired by Chief Executive Frank Curran.   

A wide range of supports and activities are in place and available to IPA’s which include HSE clinics and health service provision; English language, digital skills, employment and job seeking supports, support with school places, young people’s activities, family counselling and supports, volunteering opportunities as well as the provision of sporting, health and wellbeing, social & cultural activities by many organisations and groups. Member organisations of dlr CIF include Southside Partnership DLR, HSE, An Garda Síochána, Department of Social Protection, D&DL Education and Training Board, TUSLA, Community and Family Resource Centres, dlr Volunteer Centre, dlr CYPSC, dlr PPN, ETB REALT, Crosscare, Barnardos and a number of dlr County Council departments. 


dlr Local Authority Integration Team (LAIT):
During October, the dlr LAIT visited accommodation centres across dlr hosting clinics to meet residents and to assess their needs, assist with queries and to signpost and encourage engagement of new arrivals with service providers appropriate to their needs - employment, developing English language proficiency, training, healthcare, social welfare, volunteering, childcare & education, sporting, community activities etc.

[bookmark: _Hlk178842997]The dlr LAIT have also been meeting the various organisations that are providing support to IPA’s and BOTP in dlr to map service provision, identify any gaps in service provision avoiding duplication and identifying collaborative projects to support residents and assist with integration in the community.

Initiatives such as volunteering training with dlr Volunteering Centre; football, running and hiking and arts activities with dlr Sports Partnership, Cuala GAA, Crosscare and Trail Criú; Creative Ireland funded Drumming & Dancing workshops etc. were recently initiated in collaboration with the dlr LAIT. The dlr LAIT also continue to signpost, support and encourage new arrivals to avail of the services, training and supports provided by DDLETB, Southside Partnership DLR, Crosscare, HSE, dlr Libraries etc. and training is taking place as part of the dlr Together – dlr Le Chéile Anti-Racism campaign that was launched during October in conjunction with the dlr Equality Office.

Community Grants 2025
The dlr Universal Grant Scheme 2025 opened for applications in September and closed on 25th October. In addition to online information sessions held on 2nd and 16th October, Community Section staff held in person grant information and application support sessions for community groups on 9th October in County Hall and 17th October in Dundrum.  These in person sessions were well attended and Community Section staff supported many community groups with their grant applications. More than 250 Community Grant applications have been received for assessment. 


dlr Integration Forum
The dlr Integration Forum is a voluntary committee from diverse backgrounds and the main objective of the Forum is to promote the participation and integration of immigrants in the county of Dún Laoghaire-Rathdown and membership is free. 

The dlr Integration Forum held their meeting on 10th October in the Mounttown Community Facility and the next meeting will take place on the 14th November 2024.

The dlr Integration Forum are always seeking new committee members and migrant community groups to join the Forum that are passionate about integration of new communities in the Dún Laoghaire-Rathdown area.


dlr High Security Locks Scheme 2024 
The dlr High Security Locks Scheme 2024 was launched during March with closing date of the 31st May 2024. Applications were received from homeowners 65 years of age and over living in dlr to replace existing lock barrels or cylinders in external doors with high security anti-snap locks and covers the total cost for the replacement of lock barrels only, on up to maximum 2 locks per home – front door / back door / side door.

Over 200 applications were received online, over the phone and in the post with successful applicants notified during June and locks replacements took place during the months of July and August.  


dlr Older People’s Council  
The Older People’s Council Events Subcommittee held the Older People’s Variety Show in the Royal Marine Hotel on 9th October which was opened by Leas Cathaoirleach Councillor Kazi Ahmed and over 120 people attended the event.


Dalkey Age-Friendly DART Station
Iarnród Éireann have recently appointed a National Age-Friendly Manager and 10 train stations have been piloted nationally to become Age-Friendly train stations. A formal walkability audit will take place before the end of the year to assess accessibility and Age-Friendly services at Dalkey DART Station.


dlr Age-Friendly Alliance Q3 meeting 
The dlr Age-Friendly Alliance held their Q3 meeting on Tuesday 10th September in the New Council Chamber and presentations were made by HSE and Equality Officer.  Updates and opportunities for collaboration were discussed between the 20+ older person’s groups and organisations operating in dlr. Actions continue to be implemented.
   

Domestic Violence Refuge
The Council commissioned a Domestic Violence Refuge Needs Assessment to establish if there was a need to provide a Domestic Violence (DV) refuge within the County.  The report established an evidence-based approach that underpins the need for a refuge in the Dun Laoghaire Rathdown area.

The Council is progressing this project under the Planning and Development Acts and the regulations made thereunder and more specifically the Planning and Development (Section 179A) Regulations 2023.

This project will deliver 12 units of accommodation and associated facilities to accommodate those affected by domestic abuse and their families.


Arts

Ticknock: What’s Going On? 
Ticknock Forest, Dublin 18 and online 
On 6 October, DLR Arts Office launched a new podcast exploring the changing landscape of our forests over seasons, years and millennia. It was specially created by artists Listen and Breathe, who led a guided walk in Ticknock to celebrate the launch. The podcast follows a route from the upper carpark at Ticknock Forest to Fairy Castle. Along the way, listeners are guided by a host of local voices connected to the landscape. It is designed to listen to at home or to follow on a walk to the top of Ticknock Hill. The project was funded by Creative Ireland and Dún Laoghaire-Rathdown County Council and supported by Coillte and the Dublin Mountains Partnership.   Ticknock: What’s Going On? may be downloaded on this website https://www.listenandbreathe.live/ or listen wherever you get your podcasts by searching “Ticknock: What’s Going On?” 
 

dlr First Frames Short Film Scheme
The Scheme supports emerging filmmakers looking to develop ambitious and creative short films based in Dún Laoghaire-Rathdown. It is fully funded by Dún Laoghaire-Rathdown County Council’s Arts Office and Economic Development Unit and managed by IADT. 100 applications were received for the 2024/25 Scheme. Eight were short-listed for interview and two films have been selected. These will be filmed over the coming months and completed by autumn 2025.


Let’s Get Social dlr Programme 2024-25
As part of this programme, the Arts Office engaged Dementia educator Sarah Cairns and artist Tess Leak to provide two training sessions for 10 professional artists that are working in or interested in working in local healthcare settings in Dún Laoghaire-Rathdown County. The training provided opportunities to explore ways of collaborating and delivering multi-sensory projects in healthcare settings, inclusive of people with cognitive and other differences. Two training sessions have taken place over the last few weeks and feedback from the participating artists has been very positive. The information provided by the two facilitators has been reported as highly relevant, insightful and of enormous benefit for the artists’ ongoing work in healthcare settings. This programme is supported by Creative Ireland, and by the Arts Office/HSE funding.


Exploring & Thinking Residency 
Many thanks to Professor Suzanne Zeedyck and to the 12 artists that attended the Exploring & Thinking Residential event on the 9 and 10 October in Ballybriggan, County Dublin. This opportunity is part of the ongoing partnership of the four Dublin Local Authoritity Arts Offices since 2016. The partnership support artists’ capacity building and projects in this specialised area of early childhood arts. We covered the Science of Connection, Intersubjectivity and Communicative Musicality - the evidence that human beings are born already connected, and that that connection is rhythmic, musical, attuned, and lasting over time. Many of these artists are working in challenging environments and this residency will help ensure that Dublin’s youngest residents are working with artists that are experienced, informed and supported in their work.

This opportunity was funded by the four Dublin County Councils and the Arts Council.
Cruinniú na nÓg Commission 2025
We are delighted to announce that visual artist Jane Groves has been awarded the Cruinniú na nÓg Commission 2025. Jane is excited to be working alongside children in the My Project and Springboard family Support Services to discover more about their local area, together with marine biologist Mona McCrea, local fisherman Tim story and others. Jane will investigate the foreshore though, conversation, foraging, gathering and experimenting in print and clay. Culminating in an inspired art piece and workshops on the beach for the Cruinniú na nÓg 2025.

This Commission is funded by Creative Ireland and supported by the partners.


Municipal Gallery, dlr LexIcon Programme
Crosscurrents: an exhibition of new multimedia art works by artists from ArtNetdlr continued in the Municipal Gallery in dlr LexIcon on Sept 6th 
 
Working collaboratively the exhibiting artists responded to the theme of Crosscurrents. Painting, print, sculpture, drawing, poetry, spoken word, video and multimedia are all included in the exhibition.

Arts Grants 2025
The annual scheme of arts grants remained open for applications. Grants are available to provide financial assistance to individual artists, arts groups and arts organisations engaged in arts projects or events at local or county level and to support the professional development and arts practice of individual artists, arts groups and organisations. We fund Community Art Grants to support community arts activity in the County. Older Persons groups can apply for the Arts Access Older Persons Grants to support them to participate in arts activities. The closing date is the 25th of October at 1pm. 


Musician in Residence
Musician in Residence violinist Jane Hackett continued in the Studio in dlr LexIcon. She is collaborating with George Higgs and Lianne Quigley to create new work to be performed with Dublin Theatre for the Deaf in November. This performance will be for both hearing and deaf audiences.

· Moshi: well-being app for kids, with hundreds of original and inspiring audio stories, music and mindful meditations to enrich the imagination, promote improved sleep, and unlock potential.  
· LOTE: online database of digital books in World Languages, created for children to enjoy books and learn language through storytelling. The platform provides over 1,600+ digital books in 50+ languages together with English translations.  
· Medici.tv: video streaming service in classical music, opera, dance, and jazz. There are thousands of videos of concerts, operas, ballets and masterclasses, as well as weekly and monthly live concerts and all that is required is a dlr Library Card.

Library staff in dlr LexIcon have engaged with the staff and service users of the International Protection Centre in the Eblana Centre (Dún Laoghaire) to let them know of the services and resources available to them in their local dlr Library. In the LexIcon, a meeting space with free wifi has been made available for those who need it, and tutors from the English in the Library group offer English conversational sessions for Eblana Centre users. Outreach visits from Blackrock Library staff to Blackrock Hall International Protection Centre have begun, to make service users there aware of the services and resources they can avail of through dlr Libraries. Excess book stock is being sent from Library HQ to the service users of the IPCs in Blackrock and Blackglen. 


Chambers Ireland Excellence in Local Government Awards
dlr libraries are delighted to have been shortlised for a Chambers Ireland 2024 award, for the Creative Brainwaves: Ageing well in dlr! project, in the Age-Friendly Initiatives Category.

The Excellence in Local Government Awards, sponsored by the Department of Housing, Local Government and Heritage are held to recognise and celebrate the outstanding work being carried out by Local Authorities all over Ireland.  

As per Census 2022, Dún Laoghaire-Rathdown has one of the largest ageing populations in the country. Knowledge has the capacity to empower and inspire and in dlr we seek to inform, as well as engage with our ageing population, by providing information through the Creative Brainwaves programme as well as through other services and events. These initiatives seek not only to improve quality of life but to also to connect and enliven. They are part of a suite of supports to support the Age Friendly agenda and the implementation of our Age Friendly Strategy – 2022-2026. Building on previous work, we focused on supporting brain health as part of supporting people dealing with brain health issues and their families, and also the role of creativity. To progress this we provided a suite of programmes that included talks, events and workshops around brain health and dementia, focussed the dlr annual age friendly magazine on the theme of brain health,  and purchased a  virtual reality kit from a supplier specialising in older persons health and well-being, developing a series of events and workshops and also collaborating  with Making Connections and other older person interest groups. Our aim was to support a more informed population around brain health and dementia and to raise awareness about the supports that DLRCC offers to older people.


Resources to enhance and improve typing and spelling skills
Touch-type Read and Spell (TTRS) is an online course that teaches typing, reading and spelling. It is designed to benefit students of all ages who experience spelling, reading or writing difficulties.  dlr Libraries have licences that are available free to teachers and parents, prioritising students with dyslexia. This service has received funding under the Dormant Accounts Fund (Department of Rural and Community Development).

We now also have licences for Searsol’s Typewiz, a specially crafted typing software for children, draws upon extensive academic research to offer a unique and motivating approach to touch typing. The programme incentivises learning through word-per-minute badges, earned avatars, and virtual coins redeemable in an exciting typing game arcade. Tailored touch typing games are designed to inspire and engage, with each game session contributing to a child's progress, tracked and showcased on an interactive leaderboard.

A wide variety of clubs and groups continue to meet in our library spaces. Outreach

Transition Year Programme (various library branches, 21-25 October)
Applications were sought in September from TY students in schools within the County to take part in dlr Libraries’ TY Placement Programme. In October, a total of 10 students completed their placement week in 5 dlr Libraries; Blackrock, Dalkey, Deansgrange, dlr LexIcon and Dundrum Libraries. During their placement week, they learned about the various roles within the Library Service, got an overview of the wide range of services and resources that libraries offer including stock management, event programming and e-services, and an insight into the daily running of a branch library while ‘shadowing’ members of staff. Feedback from participants and library staff alike has been very positive.
Ballyogan Outreach
In September, 16 schools were contacted and library services for students and teachers and online services were promoted. Two local secondary schools were contacted about our TY programme and advised of the application process and closing date for same.

On 16 October, Irish author Sadhbh Rosenstock and Senior Librarian Mairead Brady visited local Gaelscoil, Sliabh Rua. We met with Principal Ruth Mhic Adaim and other teachers and showcased a variety of library services including our Accessible Service Collection [ASC] for those with sensory processing issues. Sadhbh then promoted Ballyogan Library with a musical Storytime session of her book Teach Teidí for senior infant classes. On 21 October, 3rd and 4th classes from schools in the local area attended an online Children’s Book Festival event with authors Anna James and Shane Hegarty.

Girls in Crisis Photo Exhibition by Plan International Ireland (11 October – 1 November, dlr LexIcon)
Plan International Ireland, the development and humanitarian organisation advancing children's rights and equality for girls, marked International Day of the Girl (11 October) with a powerful photographic exhibition. Girls in Crisis aims to raise awareness about the specific challenges faced by girls and young women dealing with conflict and displacement in Ukraine, Gaza and Sudan through compelling visual stories. The exhibition features moving and effective images from these contexts including a shoot by Peter Caton, commissioned by Plan, taken in the refugee camp in the small border town of Renk in South Sudan, where over 1,000 refugees fleeing the conflict in neighbouring Sudan cross over every day, seeking water, food and shelter in what is regarded as the world's largest displacement crisis. 


George Fox (1624-1691) and the Irish Quaker Tradition (2 September – 10 October, dlr LexIcon)
Quakerism, a sect inspired by the preaching of George Fox, arose during the religious upheavals of seventeenth century England. The first Irish Quakers came from England in the early 1650s, and the exhibition reflects their history and life since then, showing how this dissenting minority group came to play a significant role in the development of industry and society in Ireland.

Woodspace: Exhibition of Wood Designers of the Present and the Future (25 September – 9 October, dlr LexIcon)
Rotary Ireland and dlr LexIcon presented this exhibition that featured posters, vidso, design models and information on sustainable use of wood from forest to end product. Collaboration is the theme of many of the projects featured in Woodspace including Venice Vessel and the Séamus Heaney Walk Seating Project. 


Glass Reflections of 19th Century Dún Laoghaire (27 September – 13 October, dlr LexIcon)
dlr Libraries present an exhibition of digitised glass plate slides from the dlr Local Studies’ Charles Hamilton Oswald Collection. Oswald, from Dún Laoghaire, had a special interest in yachting, and either acquired or inherited the collection which mainly depicts life in and around Dún Laoghaire Harbour. A digitised version of this unique collection will be available to view for the first time, reflecting an important period in the town’s history. The Local Studies team will also present a talk on the history of glass plate photography, the importance of preservation and the digitisation process.

DLR Sports Partnership Update – October 2024

· Schools Athletics Event – fun inclusive event held on 23rd October in Kilbogget Park that included the full range of athletics disciplines (1,200 participants).

· The Daily Mile – working with local primary schools to roll out this programme that involves active sessions each day (3,500 pupils across 22 schools).
· Balance Bikes – loaning out our fleet of 30 balance bikes to local schools to assist in junior and senior infant cycle skills (20 schools so far in 2024).
· Try Track & Field – physical literacy programme with Athletics Ireland started again in 3 DEIS Primary Schools (150 participants).
· Secondary Schools – delivering a range of participation programmes in partnership with NGBs including table tennis, rowing, youth leadership.
· Inclusive Cycling Programmes – completed delivery of two more of these learn to cycle programmes for children with a disability (37 participants). 
· Inclusive Teen Gym – weekly programme with Enable Ireland taking place in in dlr Leisure Loughlinstown to introduce to use of the gym equipment (13 participants).
· Woodlands For Health – delivering this weekly walking programme for adults experiencing mental ill-health with Cluain Mhuire (20 participants). 
· Introduction to Tennis – started a new 6-week beginners tennis programme in Marlay park for older 55’s  with a focus on females (24 participants).
· Boules League – established a new inter-club competition for DLR clubs with an initial 4 involved (Marlay, Dun Laoghaire, Blackrock and Cabinteely).  
· Social running group for IPAs – weekly informal running group for men staying in the Ballyogan centre. Brining group to the DLR based Parkruns (16 participants).
· Intermediate Fitness Walking – completed this walking programme in Fernhill for those looking to progress from a casual stroll to a faster pace (15 participants).  
· Communications For Sports Clubs – started delivery of new 4-week innovative training programme to support club volunteers to maximise their work in the areas of social media, website and messaging (18 volunteers).  
· Child Safeguarding – ongoing high demand. 20 delivered in 2024 (260 attendees).  
· Sports First Aid – delivered this 1-day workshop for volunteers/coaches looking to learn the basics of first aid in a sporting environment (12 attendees).
· Vision Sports Awareness Training – online workshop on 10th October designed to educate coaches on vision impairment and how small adaptations can be made (18 attendees).
· Disability Inclusion Training - online workshop to provide participants with knowledge on how to adapt and modify sport and physical activity sessions (25 participants).
· Inclusive Bike Fleet - purchased an adult trike and a tandem for the inclusive bike fleet to replace ones that have reached then of their usefulness.
· Playground Equipment – installing a new wheelchair roundabout in Kilbogget Park.
· Local Sports & Physical Activity Plan – presentations to both Area Committees in October with focused online workshop for all Councillors in early November.
· Staffing – secured funding and sanction for a Programmes Manager (Grade 6) and Sport 4 Empowerment Officer (Grade 5) positions. Awaiting date to start recruitment.
· Active Cities - work continuing on this initiative as well as working with the other Active Cities Dublin areas to deliver agreed actions and promote the initiative.
· BoxUp – submitted an order for a third 6-locker unit to be located in Ballyogan through Active Cities Dublin and the Dormant Accounts Fund for use by the community.  
· Play Innovation – working with Sports Development in DLRCC to purchase a number of Play Innovation Boards for selected parks to enhance informal play.  
· Club Participation Grants Scheme 2025 – fund of €35,000 through Sport Ireland. 33 applications received from clubs across Women In Sport, Disability and Volunteer Training.
· Outdoor Swimming Infrastructure Grant – working with Beaches section to deliver a project to upgrade the Forty Foot Hut (€20,000 Sport Ireland grant).  
· Dormant Accounts Fund 2024 – Sport Ireland have confirmed funding of €166,000 for DLRSP across 5 participation projects to be delivered over the next 12 months.
· Awards Nomination – shortlisted in the Excellence in Local Government Awards for our Water Sports Inclusion Camps. Awards ceremony in November.
· SportsAbility Forum – third meeting of this information sharing and networking group for services, clubs and special schools held.

· Tree Bonds: A meeting was held on 1st October between The Parks Planning Team and the DLR Legal section to clarify wording for standard tree bonds. 
· Pre-planning The Parks Planning team have provided preplanning input over two meetings for a residential development on Blackglen Road which is in a sensitive location backing onto FitzSimon’s Woods. Input has also been give for a new large scale residential development in Aiken’s Village where an existing public space is to be upgraded by the developer.
